Hadrian's Wall in AD 122

In AD 122, Emperor Hadrian gave an order
to build a wall in the north of the country.
Roman had tried to conquer Caledonia
(Scotland), but the Picts would not give up
their lands and they also raided land that
the Romans controlled. Hadrian's Wall took
around six years to build and it was 73 miles
long. Around 15,000 troops lived at Hadrian's
Wall so they could defend
this northern border of the
Roman Empire.
